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This  book is  the  result  of  the  UBACYT research project  “Violent  genealogies  and gender
problems: family conflicts and perversions of the oîkos in ancient Greek literature” developed
between 2010 and 2012. On this occasion, we have tried to approach the study of Greek literary
and iconographic sources from the problematic of  oîkos conflicts, analysing in particular the
modes of foundation (male and female) of family subversions and the rupture that is established
from literature and art regarding to the rules of ancestry and consanguinity socially anchored by
genealogical norms and traditional institutions of kinship.
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
